b. Incidents where the IMMEDIATE response of police is necessary to protect citizens in life-threatening situations, or
where the risk exists of serious injury to individuals or the public at large.
Ex: Theft IP, Dist-V, Crim Misch-IP, Accid-Injury, Hit & Run IP, Med Aid, Panic Alarm, Robbery IP, Burglary IP...

2. PRIORITY TWO: Calls for service within this assignment category require RAPID RESPONSE. Priority two calls include:
a. Crimes or incidents that are not in-progress, but which require RAPID police response to investigate criminal activity in
order to preserve evidence, locate witnesses or provide for public safety.
b. This category also includes order maintenance and disturbance calls which indicate a potential for property damage.
