Coming up at the next City Council meeting

City Council to consider

McConnell Center HVAC

upgrades, infrastructure
funding at April 22 meeting

The City Council will consider funding for major upgrades at
the McConnell Center, along with several infrastructure and
planning-related items, during its regular meeting on
Wednesday, April 22, 2026.

The Council is expected to take up two related items
involving the McConnell Center’s heating, ventilation and air
conditioning systems, including a Capital Improvements
Program (CIP) appropriation and an energy performance
contract resolution.

The proposed HVAC project is part of a broader, phased
effort to modernize systems at the McConnell Center. Under
the energy savings performance contract, the City would
partner with Energy Efficient Investments of Merrimack to
complete Phase 2B of the project, which includes boiler
replacement, heat pump upgrades, cooling tower
replacement, gym dehumidification improvements, and

controls upgrades. The work is designed to address aging
infrastructure, improve energy efficiency, and reduce long-
term operating costs.

The HVAC upgrades are expected to generate ongoing
energy savings once completed.

The Council will also consider two additional funding-related
resolutions:

« A proposal to reprogram unexpended bond proceeds
from the Fifth and Grove Street water main projects to
support the Horne Street reconstruction project.

« A proposal to reprogram unexpended bond proceeds
from the Durham Road sewer rehabilitation project to
the South End gravity sewer project.

Also on the agenda are two public hearings, both of which
will be voted on at the May 13 City Council meeting:

« An additional appropriation and bonding authorization
for FY2027 capital improvements at the French Cross
Road water treatment facility.

« Aproposal to reprogram unexpended bond proceeds
from prior Community Services projects to the Henry
Law Avenue reconstruction project.

Other items on the agenda include:

» Authorization to contribute up to $30,000 toward a
Southeast Land Trust conservation easement on a
10.1-acre property along the Cochecho River.

» Award of a $35,250 contract to PDR Strategies to
update the City’s Local Emergency Operations Plan
and Continuity of Operations Plan, which guide
preparedness and response during emergencies.

» Approval of the 2026 Multi-Hazard Mitigation Plan
update, a federally required document that identifies
risks and strategies to reduce impacts from natural
and other hazards.

 Authorization of a $199,050 contract with MacKinnon
& Sons Excavating for sewer and water upgrades on
Trakey Street.

« Acceptance of a donation of gym equipment from
Planet Fitness.

State of the City forum now available to

The Greater Dover Chamber of Commerce hosted its annual State of the City forum on
April 15 at Cochecho Country Club, bringing together city and regional leaders to discuss
transportation and Dover’s future growth.

The program featured a keynote presentation from Planning and Community Development
Director Donna Benton, who outlined how the city’s Master Plan guides long-term
development, including the upcoming update to the transportation chapter. Benton was
joined by Patricia Quinn of the Northern New England Passenger Rail Authority and Rad
Nichols of COAST, who shared insights on rail and bus service across the region.

The discussion focused on how Dover’s growth, shifting commuting patterns, and evolving
transportation needs are shaping planning efforts, with an emphasis on walkability, traffic
management, and access to regional transit options.

Road closures, traffic restrictions in place
Saturday for Saint Mary Academy 5K

Dover Police Chief David Terlemezian announces the following road closures for the 13th
annual Saint Mary Academy 5K event on Saturday, April 18, 2026, part of the Dover Race
Series.

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On Saturday, April 18, Church Street will be closed to all traffic from Central Avenue to
Locust Street from 8 to 11 a.m. Between 9 and 10 a.m., the following streets will be closed
to traffic:

o Locust Street, between Silver Street and Kirkland Street
« Locust Street, between Trakey Street and Central Avenue
« Atkinson Street, Belknap Street, and Fisher Street

The event begins at 9 a.m. on Church Street at the intersection of Academy Street. The
course ends at the same location.

Motorists should anticipate additional brief closures and traffic delays in the downtown
area between City Hall and Silver Street to accommodate the start of the race at 9 a.m.

Motorists will encounter delays on other streets along the course, including Rutland, EIm,
Belknap, Trakey, Summer, and Nelson streets, between 9 and 10 a.m.

The course includes a portion of Dover’'s Community Trail between Fisher and Folsom
streets.

Parking will be prohibited on Church Street on Saturday. Event participants may park in
the Orchard Street Parking Garage or any downtown municipal lot. Metered parking is in
effect on Saturdays.

Dover police personnel and a number of event volunteers will be on hand to help manage
the flow of traffic along the race route.

City warns of fraudulent permit fee emails
targeting residents and businesses

The City of Dover is warning residents, contractors, and businesses about a targeted
email scam involving fraudulent requests for permit-related payments.

City officials have received reports of individuals and companies receiving emails that
appear to come from the City’s Planning and Community Development Department.
These messages reference real projects, including property addresses, application details,
and permit types, and request payment of fees to advance the approval process. In some
cases, the emails include attachments resembling official invoices and use the names of
actual City staff.

This scam is part of a broader nationwide trend. The FBI recently issued an alert warning
that criminals are impersonating local government officials to solicit fraudulent payments
tied to planning and zoning permits. These scams often rely on publicly available
information to make the messages appear legitimate and may target individuals or
businesses with active permit applications.

How the scam works

Fraudulent emails may:

» Reference real permit applications, including addresses and case numbers

« Use official language, logos, and staff names to appear legitimate

» Request payment via wire transfer, peer-to-peer apps, or cryptocurrency

» Create urgency by warning of delays or complications if payment is not made
quickly

« Direct recipients to reply by email rather than contact City staff directly




In recent cases reported locally, emails have originated from non-governmental domains,

such as addresses ending in “@usa.com” or similar variations, rather than official City
email accounts.

What residents and businesses should know

The City of Dover:

« Will never request permit payments via wire transfer, cryptocurrency, or peer-to-
peer payment apps

« Will not request sensitive financial information through unsolicited email

« Will only send official correspondence from a verified @dover.nh.gov email address

How to protect yourself

If you receive an email requesting payment related to a permit:

» Do not click links or open attachments

« Do not send payment or provide financial information

» Verify the request by contacting the City directly using official contact information
« Be cautious of email addresses that do not match official City domains

Watch for messages that create urgency or discourage phone verification

Other communities across New Hampshire and the country are reporting similar scams
and are advising the public to independently verify all payment requests with municipal
offices before taking action.

What to do if you receive a suspicious email

Anyone who receives a suspicious email related to a permit or City service is encouraged
to contact the Dover Planning Department at 603-516-6008 to verify its legitimacy.

If you believe you have been targeted or have already provided payment, report the
incident to the FBI's Internet Crime Complaint Center at www.ic3.gov or contact the Dover
Police Department at 603-742-4646.

City officials urge the public to remain vigilant. While these emails may appear convincing,
taking a moment to verify the source can prevent financial loss and protect sensitive
information.
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Residents reminded Nebi Park remains
closed during construction

Construction continues at Nebi Park in Dover’s Waterfront District, and residents are being
reminded that the park and pavilion area remain closed to the public until the site officially
opens in June. While residents and businesses have begun moving into portions of the
new development, the park itself is still an active construction zone and is not yet
accessible. Residents and visitors are asked to stay out of the park and pavilion area for
their safety and to allow work to continue without interruption.

The Waterfront District is the mixed-use neighborhood taking shape on the former
Cochecho waterfront redevelopment site. Once fully built, the district is expected to
include about 418 residential units and roughly 26,000 square feet of commercial space,
along with public amenities such as Nebi Park and the waterfront pavilion.

Nebi Park, named using the Abenaki word for "bend in the river," is the new public
waterfront park being created as part of the project. The park pavilion will include
recreation space, restrooms, and space for uses such as concessions, boat storage, or
kayak rentals. Plans are underway for the park and pavilion grand opening.

The following events are from various historical records, sources, and texts about the
history of Dover.

For more on the history of Dover, visit the Dover Public Library, Locust Street, and the
Woodman Museum on Central Avenue. The Public Library also maintains an online
collection of historical information located here.

April 20, 1850 — Dover residents gathered for a town meeting to consider whether to
petition the New Hampshire Legislature for a city charter, a step that would have
transformed the town into a city with a new form of government. Rather than move
forward, voters chose to dissolve the meeting without taking action. When the issue came
up again at another meeting on May 25, it was postponed indefinitely, effectively shelving
the idea for the time being. At the time, Dover was one of New Hampshire’s largest and
most economically active communities, driven largely by the success of its textile mills
along the Cochecho River. Despite that growth, many residents were hesitant to give up
the traditional New England town meeting system, which allowed for direct participation in
local decision-making. Becoming a city would have meant shifting to a representative form
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of government, with a mayor and city council. This reluctance was not unusual. Across
New England in the mid-19th century, communities often debated the merits of city
government as populations grew and municipal needs became more complex. For Dover,
the question would not go away for long. Just five years later, in 1855, voters approved a
city charter, and Dover officially became a city, marking a significant shift in how local
government operated.

April 19, 1856 — One year after Dover was incorporated as a city in 1855, officials set the
annual salaries for key municipal positions. The mayor and city clerk were each paid $200
per year, with the clerk also collecting fees. The city marshal earned $100, with an
assistant paid $50, and the treasurer received $50. On the same day, the city moved to
purchase a parcel known as the “sand bank,” near Pine Hill, for $300. Dover’s total
assessed valuation that year was $3,562,978, with a tax rate of 88 cents per $100 of
assessed value. Adjusted for inflation, a $200 annual salary in 1856 would be roughly
equivalent to about $7,000 to $8,000 today, underscoring that these were not full-time,
professionalized roles as they are now, but often part-time or civic-minded positions held
alongside other work. Today, Dover’s mayor serves as an elected official with a stipend
rather than a traditional salary, while roles like city clerk and treasurer remain essential,
full-time administrative positions within a much larger municipal structure. The position of
city marshal, once responsible for maintaining order, has evolved into the modern police
department, led by a chief and staffed by trained officers and professionals. The city’s
valuation and tax rate also reflect a much smaller community, just beginning to take on the
responsibilities of city governance. In 1856, Dover’s total valuation of just over $3.5 million
would translate to roughly $130 million today, a fraction of the city’s current tax base.

April 18, 1865 — Just four days after the assassination of Abraham Lincoln, Dover’s City
Council convened a special meeting to formally honor the fallen president. During the
meeting, councilors passed a series of resolutions expressing the city’s grief and respect.
The Council voted to allocate funds for local observances tied to Lincoln’s funeral,
scheduled for April 19, in accordance with requests from federal and state officials,
including Acting Secretary of State William Hunter and New Hampshire Gov. Joseph
Gilmore. These observances likely included church services, public gatherings, and the
lowering of flags, which were common forms of mourning at the time. In addition, the
Council appointed a committee to select a speaker to deliver a formal eulogy for Lincoln at
a later date, ensuring the city would mark the moment with a proper public tribute.

April 16, 2004 — At a ceremony at City Hall, Christopher Parker, then a city planner, was
named employee of the year. Parker, a Dover native, started working for the city's
planning department in 1997 as an intern while a graduate student at Georgetown
University in Washington, D.C. He was hired by the city's Community Services
Department in 1998, where he stayed until joining the Planning Department full-time in
2002. Steve Stancel, who was then head planner, said Parker had made his mark on the
community. "He does a great job working with citizens," Stancel said at the time. "He’s a
big asset to the city and the department.” Parker said at the ceremony that Dover is the
only place he has worked and is the only place he wants to work. "We're here to serve the
people, and | got the best job in the world," Parker said. Parker was named Director of
Planning and Community Development in 2007, and in 2022, he was appointed Deputy
City Manager, overseeing the city's development and strategic initiatives, including the
Office of Business Development.

Dover Fire and Rescue seeks donations for
annual Fire Safety Festival

Dover Fire and Rescue is seeking community donations to support its annual Children’s
Fire Safety Festival, a long-running program that teaches local students essential fire and
life safety skills.

Produced in partnership with the Dover Firefighters Charitable Association, the festival is
presented each year to approximately 2,000 students in kindergarten through fourth grade
across Dover’s public and private schools.

The program, written and performed by Dover firefighters and staff, focuses on key safety
messages such as “stop, drop and roll,” identifying two ways out of a home, emergency
preparedness, and avoiding matches and lighters.




Organizers say the festival plays an important role in keeping fire-related injuries and
home accidents low in the community by reinforcing these lessons at an early age.

The annual production costs between $12,000 and $15,000 and is funded entirely through
donations, with no impact on taxpayers. Firefighters and staff also volunteer hundreds of
hours to design, build and perform the show.

Each participating student receives a T-shirt, educational materials and access to
recordings of the performance, which serve as continued learning tools beyond the event.

Donation levels include:

» Diamond ($1,500 and above): Exclusive donor recognition on the cast gift and a
large logo placement at the top of the back of the festival T-shirt.

» Gold ($800 to $1,499): Large logo placement on the back of the T-shirt.

« Silver ($500 to $799): Medium logo placement on the back of the T-shirt.

» Bronze ($100 to $499): Business name listed on the T-shirt.

Donations must be received by July 1 to be included on this year’s T-shirts.

Central Ave., Dover, NH 03820, or dropped off at any Dover fire station. Donors are asked

to include “Children’s Fire Safety Festival” in the memo line.
